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DISCUSSION QUESTIONS: 
 
1. Andy said YOU are the church. Do you agree? 
 
2. Did you know how involved our church is in the community? Would you like to see us do 

more? 
 
3. Is it possible to feel connected in a big church? What do you need to do to be more 

connected at Beachside? 
 
4. Why is it important that we see ourselves as a church that unchurched people love to 

attend? Should we strive to be this kind of church?  
 
5. Andy said we should always assume guests are in the room, and that we should ask these 3 

questions: 
1. What do they see? 
2. What do they hear? 
3. What do they experience? 
Why is this important and why do these questions matter? 

 
6. Do you currently serve your local church? What is keeping you from it? Where would you 

serve if you could serve anywhere at Beachside?
